Local MP to officiate at New Season Opening  

The new  biomass   boiler has been successfully commissioned and final preparations are 

now underway for official inauguration on Easter Monday, 25 April.   We are delighted to 

announce that the Hon. Liam Fox, MP for North Somerset and Secretary of State for Defence 

will be performing the opening ceremony at 12.00 midday and he will be accompanied by 

the Chairman of the Trust, David Coombes and Juliet Davenport, CEO of Good Energy.  

Other guests will include representatives from the South West Regional Development Agency 

who funded the rest of the project, contractors and others who have helped make this pro-

ject a reality.  

In a correction to last monthôs article, the Pool has been chosen as one of only 2 projects in 

the south west (not 18 as previously stated) to benefit from funding from the leading renew-

able energy supplier Good Energy; it was also one of 18 to receive funding from the SWRDA.   

Other events on the day will be a Name the Boiler competition for the children, following the opening of the toddler pool in the  

morning ï look out for the poster for details.   

We are looking for volunteers to help set up the refreshment tent and tables, donations of cakes, and marshals to guide peopl e 

around the route.

Toddler Pool ï Town Council Donation  

In last monthôs issue, we reported on 

the remodelling of the old glass fibre 

childrenôs pool,  and we are pleased 

to announce that Portishead Town 

Council have now kindly donated 

£6,500 which allowed us to carry out 

extra enhancements .  We have re-

formed the shallow end to make the 

slope gentler, with a beach effect 

finish, the floor of the pool is now a 

higher specification dimpled finished 

and there will be flex - flooring sur-

round to the pool  edge with an extra 

rubberised finish ï much kinder for 

little feet!

New Canopy Makes an Entrance  

It has always  been the intention to make a better entrance to the pool reception and to 

create an area offering shade from the blistering sun or respite from the gentle force 8 

breeze!! Well, this year, we have been able to bring Phase 1 to fruition.  

Generous donors Glulam Timber Engineering  and Coxdome  have supplied the spruce and 

larch main structure and four of the six rooflights respectively, with our volunteers carrying 

out the main construction work.  Various types of roof were considered before deciding on a 

fibreglass cover from the aptly named Roof Nurse  who advised us on preparation before 

they come in this month to óseal the envelopeô (see ad on p.3) 

We are currently applying a weather shield varnish to the framework, as we feel that this 

beautiful timber should be kept as natural as possible.   

The main team of Dave Skelhorne, Bryan  Farrell, Dave Russ, David Bellotti, Ron Button, 

Jim Skelhorne have been ably assisted by Andy Thatcher, Andrew Butland, Joyce Cooper, Ann Looker, Heather Pugh and Max and

The actual reception area yet will be tackled in Phase 2 which, with sufficient funding and financial backing, will be carrie d o ut in 

the closed season. But at least there will be shelter in 2011.

After  completing  three years  at Loughborough I taught for 8 years followed by eleven years in full 

time youth work.

When the pool trust was formed and momentum building in early 2009, I signed up to the fledgling vol-

unteer group and was approached by a certain Mr. Andy Thatcher who coerced me into taking a supervi-

sory role before the makeover period (it was only after I had agreed that he mentioned he was popping 

off on holiday). That makeover time was very wet and very hard ï but without all the goodwill, the gen-

eration of materials, stock, equipment etc. clearly we would not be where we are today.  

Ann and I have lived in Portishead since 1985 and Joanne & Jim were born here. Even now they have nightmares of going to swim-

ming club in near freezing water at the open air pool. My other community interest, going back over twenty years is the Porti she ad 

Christmas Lights of which I was chairman for seven years but feel now its time for the youngsters  keep up the óbest in the West  ó 

tradition.  

After the makeover, in September 2009 Ann and I escaped on a backpacking hostelling world tour which took us 62000 miles 

through twenty one countries but once back on Terra Firma, I decided that I wanted to get involved with the pool again.

Future of Cafe/Restaurant  

Trustees of the Portishead Pool Community Trust 

met last  week (31 March 2011) to discuss options for 

the future of the now vacant open air Pool café/

restaurant premises.  

The premises will initially be hired out on a temporary 

and short term basis to a caterer who can provide a 

suitable offering for pool visitors and the wider public 

and who is willing to help get the café/restaurant  open, 

albeit on a temporary and interim basis, to the public 

in time for Easter.  

In the meantime, formal expressions of interest from 

potential longer - term tenants will be sought following a 

tendering process.  

Tenders received will be assessed for their apparent 

financial viability and by reference to other crite-

ria.   Professional advice will be taken.  

Pool users and the wider public will also be  asked to 

express their aspirations for this facility  during the 

tendering process.  

Trustees have already received more than  20 informal 

expressions of interest regarding the café/

restaurant  premises.  

The very successful pool tuck shop, led with great en-

ergy and dedication by volunteers Kate and Chris 

Burns and their team and which raised £11,000 in the 

2010 swimming season, will be open again this year, 

selling teas, coffees, sweets, cold snacks, and ice 

cream.     

Feedback from Pool users collected at the end of last 

year indicated that the tuck shop is one of the high-

lights of visiting the open air Pool.   There is no planned 

change to the way in which the tuck shop is run in 

2011.

In the past we have been asked what frequency of swimming makes a 

season ticket worthwhile. Taking an adult as an example, one daily 

entry fee a week throughout the season works out as about the same 

cost as a season ticket so that, for more than this, a season ticket is a 

significant concession ï and you can go to the front of the queue on 

busy days! Please note that we will not be issuing ñhalf season ticketsò 

in mid -season.  

Saver tickets (12 swims for the price of 10) will also be available at 

reception. These are transferable and are issued under two categories 

ï Adult and Concession (Junior, Student and Senior).

I have lived  in N Somerset for over 30 years, hav-

ing moved back home to the West Country after a 

stint in London working as a construction and archi-

tectural journalist.  I am  married with four grown -up 

sons, who all have fond childhood memories of the 

pool.   When the boys were growing up, I  worked as 

a freelance writer, and contributed a daily cookery 

column for the Bristol Evening Post.

I am one of the six founder members of the 

Trust, and have  been a director/trustee since the 

beginning.  My main role includes Company secretar-

ial matters, which includes membership responsibili-

ties, aspects of governance related to the Trustôs 

legal obligations, and adherence to Charity Commission 

guidelines.
